Day of the Meerkat launch new EP at Gaelic Club on May 22
Deranged ska, rollicking barnstormers, fuzzed-out basslines and soothing surf sounds combine on the eclectic EP
Sydney, May 2009 – Known for their ankle-shattering rowdy live gigs, Sydney band Day of the Meerkat launch their new EP ‘Dirty Tricks On Sinking Ships’ alongside The Crooked Fiddle Band, Brackets and Captain Kickarse and the Awesomes at The Gaelic Club on May 22.

The new five-track EP expands on the frenetic down’n’dirty rock’n’roll of the band’s first EP, with chicken pickin' rockabilly bedlam infecting songs about dead dogs, dirty love and crooked cops. Reviews of Day of the Meerkat’s recorded material and live sets have drawn comparisons as diverse as The B52s, Dead Kennedys, Tom Waits and Mr Bungle.
Deranged ska, rollicking barnstormers, fuzzed-out basslines and soothing surf sounds combine on the eclectic EP that features ‘Your Dog’s Dead’ and ‘History Doesn’t Happen Like It Used To’ (based on the band’s personal experiences at the hand of over-zealous riot police). 

Following the release of Day of the Meerkat’s self-titled EP in 2007, the band has gigged solidly at venues including The Gaelic Club, The Hopetoun, The Excelsior, Peats Ridge Music Festival, The Lansdowne, Newtown RSL and Luna Park. But it’s been their exhilarating live gigs at some of the Inner West’s most exciting new warehouse venues that have really built their reputation as a sought-after live act over the past year.

The 2007 EP’s review in the Drum Media noted, “The songs carve out the fun times with equal parts of the Dead Kennedys' mangled surf rock and the B52s' vocal quirks with even a hint of Tom Waits-like stomp on occasion.”

Playing in support of Day of the Meerkat on May 22 is The Crooked Fiddle Band whose debut EP was recently the feature album on Radio National's ‘The Daily Planet’ and has garnered regular airplay on Triple J, community radio worldwide and US college radio. Also on the line-up is prodigiously talented psych jam rockers, Captain Kickarse and the Awesomes, and moog rock act, Brackets.

Day of the Meerkat have received airplay on local radio stations FBi and 2SER, played a live set for Skid Row, and have been featured three times in street press magazine Music Feeds.
